HOW TO HANDLE A HARASSMENT REPORT

counter at any time. Our staff has had incident response training, responds to harassments 
reports and does so in accordance with the process recommended by the Ada Initiative, which 
can be found on the Geek Feminism Wiki here: geekfeminism.wikia.com/wiki/Conference_
anti-harassment/Responding_to_reports.
